3 things happens when Jesus fixes someone

· a pitiful case
· a private healing

· a public confession

This man stuttered, had a lisp, drueled, and rambled incoherently. He was laughed at and mocked and made fun of by the crowds. He was a pitiful man. If Jesus responded to the crowds He would’ve made the man even more of a spectacle by reinforcing how pitiful he was. So Jesus takes him away from the crowd. This man couldn’t speak and couldn’t hear. Jesus communicated by touch and taste and then he healed by speaking. He healed and fixed this man privately. Jesus wanted this miracle to stay hushed. but obviously when something like this happens I doesn’t stay quiet. That old man that you use to see on the corner babbling drueling and making awful noises for attention is now next you in line at the grocery store, you see him driving down the street. he’s striking up a conversation at the park. Something has happened. Everyone he sees this man tells everyone, It was Jesus he can do everything! even fix a deaf and dumb man! 
This man had things that he needed Jesus to fix about him and take away so he could be the person God wanted him to be. None of us can imagine the pain and agony he must’ve been in prior to meeting Jesus. Unable to speak or to hear, but crying out with his heart God, fix me! Take away my deafness, remove my speech impediments, make me normal so I can live a life for you! God I need you take these two things from me!

What’s another meaning of the word fix?
What does it mean when someone says “that baseball game was fixed”?
“Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith” (Hebrews 12:2a). The word “fix” comes from a Greek word that has the idea of concentrating your gaze. It means to look away from other things so that you can focus all your attention on one object. 
It is the picture of a lost child walking alone down a carnival midway, enthralled by the lights and sounds and smells. Her eyes flit this way and that. She doesn’t even realize that she is danger. Suddenly through the din she hears her mother’s voice. Looking up, she sees her mother calling for her to come. With her eyes now fixed on her mother, she walks straight ahead, ignoring everything else. Soon she is safe by her mother’s side. In the same way a coach will tell his runners, “When the gun sounds, start running as hard as you can. Don’t look back. Don’t look around. Keep your eyes on the finish line and keep on running.”
