Opener: 
This is a simple game that tests kids' ability to think fast. Divide into teams. I’ll yell out a word that is commonly found in songs. Your team must sing a line from a song in unison (together) that uses that word. The first team to do it wins a point. 

(love, road, river, girl, baby, need, forget, party, always, dance, rock) 
Discussion:
· Was it easy to think of songs once the word was yelled out? 

· Why or why not?

· Did you know more or less songs than you thought you would?

· Why does music seem to stick in our brains better than things like test answers and what our parents say?
