That we would willingly die to ourselves so that Christ may live through us and put others before ourselves and use our spiritual gifts to serve the Body of Christ in creative ways. (Galatians 2:20, Matthew 10:39)
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A Love for the Lost (July)
That we would have the mindset of God and be committed to spiritually uncommitted people both in our circle of influence and around the world. This will help us understand the need for evangelism and missions. (Matthew 28:19, Mark 16:15, John 3:16)
Deep Relationships (August)
That we would desire and pursue a deep connection with people which leads to healthy friendships that "spur one another on toward love and good deeds" (Hebrews 10:24, Hebrews 12:14).

A Burning for God’s Word (September)
That we would consistently spend quality time in God’s word so that our attitude and desire towards the Bible would echo that of David’s in Psalm 119.

A Continual Growth (October)
That we would understand the Christian life and sanctification is a life-long process by striving daily to grow closer to God and never finding ourselves content in our relationship with Him. (Romans 6:22, Romans 8:29-30)
The Necessity of Prayer (November)
That we would make prayer a vital part of our lives by always going to the Lord with prayers and supplications realizing God hears and answers prayer and blesses us when we pray. (Colossians 1:9, Ephesians 6:18, Acts 6:4)
A Life of Praise (December)
